LOTTERY INFORMATION 

The Charter High School for Law and Social Justice has 120 open seats for students entering 
ninth (9th) grade in the fall of 2015. If the number of applications submitted exceeds the 
number of available seats, the School will conduct a random lottery to fill the seats. The lottery 
is open to all students who reside in New York and submit a completed application by 5:00 PM 
on April 1, 2015; however, an admissions preference will be given to students who reside in 
Community School District where the School is located. If a student does not receive a seat 
through the lottery, the student’s name will be placed on the School’s waiting list. 
 
The lottery will take place at a location and time to be determined between April 1 and April 15, 
2015.
